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Reflection 
  The central message today is a powerful command from Jesus:  
"Do not be afraid." Amidst the realities of fear, social rejection, and 
 persecution, the liturgy reminds us that we are under the constant, intimate 
care of a loving Father. 
 
 The prophet Jeremiah faces terror and betrayal from his closest friends. Yet, 
he declares that the Lord is at his side like a "mighty hero," delivering the life of 
the needy from evildoers.  
 Saint Paul contrasts the widespread devastation of Adam’s sin with the far 
greater, overflowing gift of grace won for us through Jesus Christ. 
 
 Jesus instructs His Apostles as He sends them out to preach. Three distinct 
times, He commands them: "Do not be afraid."  
He assures them that even the hairs on their heads are counted. 
 Fear is a natural human emotion, but it can paralyze our faith and keep us 
from standing up for what is right. Jesus does not promise an absence of  
difficulty or cultural opposition. Instead, He promises His presence. He instructs 
us to distinguish between temporary worldly threats (those who can kill the 
body) and eternal separation from God (what destroys the soul). 
 
 To illustrate God’s profound care, Jesus points to the humble sparrow. If God 
notices the fall of a single, inexpensive bird, how much more does He care for 
human beings made in His image? The statement that "every hair on your head 
has been counted" is an assurance of God’s absolute, intimate awareness of 
your daily struggles, silent pains, and anxieties. 
 
 In an era where secular culture often pressures Christians to relegate their 
faith strictly to the private sphere, this Gospel is a call to courageous public 
witness. Jesus commands us to take what is spoken in the darkness and "speak 
it in the light."  
Authenticity in our faith means shedding the masks of comfort or hypocrisy 
and boldly living out Gospel values, even when it invite misunderstanding or 
exclusion.
